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URGENT

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) finalized its Greenhouse Gas Reporting (GHG) rules for Petroleum and Natural Gas Systems (Subpart W) in November 2010.  This rule applies to oil and gas production facilities that emit greater than or equal to 25,000 metric tons/year of carbon dioxide equivalent (CO2e).  
Because of the unique way that EPA has defined an operating facility it will capture nearly all producers! 
Producers subject to this rule are required to submit 2011 GHG emission data for their facilities on September 28, 2012.

EPA needs to know you are being affected.  Please act now and make your voice heard by submitting a Notice of Intent (NOI) by January 3, 2012 and Extension Request to EPA by March 30, 2012.
